1. Aims and Objectives
This grant program supports researchers looking to publish scholarly books in English in order to strengthen the international appeal of Waseda research in the fields of humanities and social science. If you are unsure if your field qualifies for this program, please apply and we will determine if the field is eligible during the review process.
2. Eligibility
1) Fulltime faculty (professor, associate professor, assistant professor, teacher - with or without tenure)
2) Research Associate
3) Senior Researcher, Researcher, Junior Researcher
4) Japan Society for the Promotion of Science Research Fellow (PD, RPD)
5) Doctoral student
3. Covered Expenses, Funding Amount
For each project, a maximum of 600,000 Yen is available to cover the following costs associated with publishing.
1) Translation and proofreading/editing costs (including obtaining copyright)
2) Direct publishing costs (typesetting, plate-making, printing, binding, paper etc.) 
3) Fees associated with (1) and (2) above

4. Conditions
1) Funding under this program is intended to be used to cover expenses incurred up to March 31, 2020. Please be aware that even if publication extends into the next academic year, this program will only cover costs from this academic year.
2) Applicants must be the author, co-author, editor or co-editor (excluding edited volume chapter contributors) of the book. The published book must show the applicant’s name on its front cover or spine.
3) If the book is one of a series, it is possible to receive support for each volume.
4) Applicants may only receive funding for a given work once. Because of this, we ask that applicants make sure that their co-authors or co-editors do not submit other applications for the same work with which they themselves are applying.
5) Applicants must agree to indicate that they received support under this program in the Acknowledgements section of the book (may not be an insert). As long as applicants are still at a point in the publishing process to do so, they remain eligible to apply to this program.

5. Review Criteria (if changes occur to the project after initial selection, we will conduct a new review to determine whether to fund the project)
1) Does the content of the work, the publisher, the co-authors/co-editors (if relevant) contribute to the international appeal of the research?
2) Is it likely that this work will be published?
3) Are there other aspects of the project that merit support?

8. Rules and Procedures Regarding Expenses
1) This program allows researchers to utilize funding from this project in conjunction with other funding schemes or funding sources (Individual Research Award etc.), provided that such sources also allow this. However, this funding cannot be combined with funds for direct costs of Grants-in-Aid (Kakenhi).
2) Funding can only be utilized during the current academic year; it cannot roll over into the following academic year.
3) Invoices issued by businesses or contractors should be submitted to researchers’ departments, and based on this, the University will send payment for services rendered. An initial cost estimate of services must be submitted along with invoices for payments of 300,000 Yen or more. 
4) This program will operate in accordance with university regulations such as “guidelines regarding payment of labor costs associated with commissioned projects and rewards”, etc.
